Gary Adams submitted a brief article on page 4 regarding tire information. The picture is well documented 

and can serve as a refresher when deciding to purchase tires for vehicles new and old. 
  
It’s also worth noting that wheel size must be considered when purchasing tires.   
 
On newer cars and daily driv-
ers most people just replace 
the tires with the same size 
that came with the vehicle 
when new.  
 
Many of us have purchased 
tires larger in diameter and 
width for our classic rides.  
 
The wheel’s width needs to 
considered when purchasing 
tires.  For example, if you pur-
chase a tire too wide for the 
wheel, the tire will bow out-
ward at the center of the 
thread. This will reduce the 
thread to pavement surface 
area and the tire will rapidly 
wear out in the center of the 
thread.
